Instructions for Grade 11 & 12 PRELIMINARY Course Selection 2017/18
(For students currently in Grade 10 or 11)

1. Course selection begins at 8:00 a.m. on Friday, April 21 and ends at 8:00 p.m. on Tuesday, April 25, 2017. 

2. This is the PRELIMINARY course selection. The data gathered will be used to build the timetable and to make decisions about which courses have enough enrollment to be offered. It is very important that you take the time to choose your courses carefully. Be as accurate as possible so that the courses you most want will more likely be offered.

3. How to register your selections; where to return your printed forms:
· Visit the STA website and select the tab SERVICES, then the tab ONLINE SERVICES.
· Click on the link under COURSE REGISTRATION
· Log in with your last name and STA student number
· Select your courses and AN ALTERNATE course in the event that there are not enough students, or too many students to accommodate one of the courses you chose, or your elective conflicts with another course.
· Click SUBMIT
· Go back into your account and print your selection. Drop off your course selection sheet to the office in the box provided (one box for each grade).
· Deadline for course selection is Tuesday, April 25 at 8:00 p.m. If you register after school hours, bring in your printed course selection to the office the following school day.

5. For new Grade 12 students: you may have one STUDY BLOCK or one SERVICE BLOCK. There is an application process for a Service Block and the number of students accepted is determined by faculty need. If you are not assigned a Service Block, you will be given a STUDY block instead. [Service Blocks look great on resumes!]

6. For new Grade 11 students: STUDY BLOCKS are not permitted as a rule. Special circumstances may warrant a study block, but only on approval by the Administration. LRC BLOCKS must be approved by Mrs. Paruzzolo.
